A potential management plan for the Southern Resident Killer whale community of the North Eastern Pacific

In recent years there has been a vast decline in the pacific salmon, especially Chinook in the North Eastern Pacific coastal waters. Due to this, the Southern Resident Killer whale population have been seen extremely emaciated and have been suffering due to the low stocks of salmon. In my study, I propose that we restock the salmon with the common goldfish Carassius auratus auratus. 

First we must dam up all the rivers and kill all of the salmon we see to ensure that we actually need a new plan. Then, I propose that we replenish the stocks by attending the Friday Harbor County fair on all four days to win enough fish to replenish the coastal waters. The statistics are quite  simple. 1 goldfish= $0.60 so you multiply that number by the number of goldfish that would be needed to feed one southern resident killer whale.
