Presentation Guidelines
Disseminating the results of your research is an important part of the research process.  This dissemination does not just take the form of publications, but also includes presentations to your peers at conferences, policy makers, and the general public.  Successful public speaking is therefore a skill that you will need to hone.  The final presentation is a venue that will allow you to practice this skill, as well as a way for us to return valuable information to the community in which we have been studying.  A potential 130 points of your final grade will come from the evaluation of your presentation (75 from the instructors, 25 from your peers, and 30 from the public).  You will be allotted 20 minutes for your presentations, so you should plan to talk for about 15 minutes and respond to questions for 5 minutes.  Your presentation will be graded in the following way.
