Gains were set at 22 for CRT (channel 1), and 37 for channels 2, 3, and 4 (LONS), 14:08 SPOT GPS turned on and 2ks synched with watches, 14:10 Hydrophones in the water, Sampling done at 192 k and 16 bit with lowcut filters on. Speed 0.5 kts at beginning of recording-increased to about 2.5 kts over the course of the sighting. Activity at beginning of recording was milling but during sighting also included travel, forage, and social travel. Starting at 14:42 Probable social travel occurring with the animals at starboard of Gato Verde including numerous breaching and tail slapping. During recording Sea Lion slow cruising at 100 meters from us (after 14:45). Stopped briefly at several points to turn on generator and catch up to animals. During sighting one animal directly behind us identified as J-27. AC04 1.15 m SW of salmon bank. Silent at beginning of recordings then vocal after about 45 or 50 minutes. At 16:46 into AC04 no longer foraging (activity at beginning of recording. At 23:30 strange whistle like noise heard from on speakers. Seemed to be an unusually high amount of whistles in recording according to Jason, Val, and Marla. Photos include breaches, peck slaps, and tail slaps.
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
