At start of recording Todd said saw three young animals ‘playing’ at one o’clock

Animals (young likely juveniles at oldest) social at 10 o’clock several hundred meters

10:45 Group at 4 traveling, group at 2 breaching repeatedly earlier-also turning and array not straight

10:46 another 90 degree turn to port array not straight

Group at 8 traveling closely together

10:51:20 20 degree turn to port

Splashing and close interactions seen in same social group as before a 9-9:30

Difficult to see what is going on underwater as well but looked like repeated rubbing on each other

11:01 after social switched purely to travel (traveled south for a while then north again)

11:11 largest group in pod about 4 and we were with the trailing group

11:15-Gato Verde angling slowly towards shore now that we are away from Lime Kiln- about 1/3 mile offshore and animals traveling inshore of us
11:35 animals fairly spread out current behavior is travel

12:37 3-4 animals at 3 o’clock resting

Slow travel south still at 12:43

14:41 multiple calls heard over the ships speaker system

15:04:36 A04, C04 start-travel predominant behavior as was last period of time

15:10:55 spread out traveling along west side and few calls 

15:28:39 stopped recording of A04, C04
