There are two key components to this report.  The first is to collect and analyze data from our time on the Gato Verde (water, sewage and energy) and compare our resource use and waste generation to previous Beam Reach programs. Also calculate how many gallons were used for propulsion versus house bank.

	2. Analysis is done both by week and by program.

	3. Appropriate figures are generated to show data by week.
