Tide: Patos Island Wharf – Low tide, 13:01, -1.8ft. High tide, 20:51, 8.5ft. Tidal exchange: 9.2ft.

Currents: Ebbing until 1300. Flooding until 1600.

Whale report: Faint calls at 4:30am. At approx. 8am, whales were sighted near Spieden Island. 

Whale sighting from Gato Verde: Approx. 1pm, Salmon Bank and Hein Bank. End data-taking and hydrophone array recording approx. 3:30pm. 4:00pm, whales sighted along Haro Strait near Snug Harbor.

Group sighted at 1pm: Approximately 6 individuals travelling spread out in small groups of 2 to 4.. S1 calls and clicks heard and recorded. This group identified as J-Pod due to distinct S1 calls. No clear directionality. 

Group sighted at 4pm: Approximately 3 groups of varying numbers of individuals. No calls or clicks heard from hydrophone array. No recordings made. Group traveling north through Haro Strait.
